Inauguration Events – Day 1

He underscored the importance of integrating technology with human capabilities to ensure inclusive growth while advancing the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).

The Presidential Address was delivered by Prof. Dinesh Awasthi, Hon’ble Vice Chancellor, LJK University. He reflected on the rapid pace of technological change and its implications for employment structures and socio-economic inequality. While AI is generating high-skilled employment opportunities, it is simultaneously displacing routine and lower-skilled jobs, thereby widening disparities. He emphasized the need for collective global efforts aligned with the SDGs and advocated a shift from a shareholder-centric to a stakeholder-oriented development paradigm that balances People, Planet, and Profit.
